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Presentation of the conference

"What governance in Europe for the long term:
developing long-term policies for
sustainable development"

This year, the European Environmental and sustainable development Advisory Councils
(EEAC) have chosen as the subject for their annual conference, on a suggestion from
France:

“What governance in Europe for the long term?"

This international conference, which is part of the events of the French Presidency of the
European Union, will take place in Bordeaux on 8 to 11 October 2008 and the plenary
session on Friday 10 October will be attended by a large audience of European specialists,

members of the different councils in the EEAC and a number of guests.

Created in 1993, EEAC is a network grouping thirty or so national councils for sustainable
development from 15 different countries with the aim of promoting independent, scientifically
based opinions on questions of environment and sustainable development on a European
level and passing them on to the Commission. France has been an official member of this

network since 1 January 2007.

The debates on 10 October will aim to assess the capacity to design and implement, on a
European level, a future that will really take sustainable development into account by placing

this approach in a global context over the coming decades.

Looking at the long term through the prism of sustainable development is in answer to an
urgent need. The environmental and financial consequences of climate change, particularly
in terms of natural risks, loss of biodiversity and reduction in food resources, are becoming
more and more of a threat to the health and well being of individuals and whole populations.
These consequences are already visible, particularly in developing countries, shown by

increased poverty, la rupture de the food supply and forced emigration.

The members of the working group have given particular thought to 8 topics and have

suggested ideas for implementing long-term policies for sustainable development in Europe.



Governance (Roel in't Veld and Louis Meuleman, RMNO , Netherlands):

What government measures and what forms of democracy are necessary to bring nations,
regions and local authorities in the European Union to take into account sustainable
development long term.

Social justice (Jan de Smedt, FRDO-CFDD, Belgium):

What principles of rights, duties and responsibility are necessary to bring about long term
changes, taking into account an emphasis on social justice for the current and future
generations.

Demography (Glenther Bachmann and Dorothee Braun, R NE, Germany):

Adapting to demographic change is a problem for an increasing number of societies. In the
European countries, schemes for social protection, retirement and education are threatened
with regression, as is the quality of life and the natural and urban environment. It is therefore
important to develop strategies and policies to adapt to the demographic transitions, to a
profound modernisation of society, to new jobs and to the changing identities of local
communities.

Markets (Tim O'Riordan and Victor Anderson, SDC, UK ):

What types of markets can we think up to respond to uncertainty, to socio-economic and
technological changes, and to manage to regulate these elements through the participation
of a society where training and information are indispensable to set in place a future that
meets the demands of sustainable development.

Education (Michel Ricard, CNDD, France):

How to develop an education system that makes everyone, throughout their lives, certain of
being able to cope with an unsure and complex future and of making the right decisions both
personally and professionally.

Culture (Noél Casserly, Comhar, Ireland):

What cultural standards, what social schemes and what civic attitudes are required to ensure
a future that will meet the criteria of sustainable development, taking into account the
changes which must also take place in governance, markets and education.

Diversity (Xavier Cazorla, CADS, Catalonia, Spain):

How must Europe develop between the needs of a multinational network with a common
plan while meeting the requirements of local cultural plans, changes and adaptations
imposed by natural resources and the demands of local ecosystems. Fundamentally, how to
create a local economy and democracy that remain faithful to culture and ecology.

Budgets (Marjan Margadant and Agneta Andersson, RLG  , Netherlands):

How can Europe develop a long-lasting financing system based on the European Treaty and
on the European Strategy for Sustainable Development which refers to European values and
goes beyond the current intergovernmental differences for the most part founded on short-
term budgetary measures?

The debates will concern all these topics and the final resolution which will take up the
conclusions to formulate proposals for action presented by the members of the councils
making up the EEAC.

The Ministry of Ecology, Energy, Sustainable Develo  pment

and Territorial Development

An organisation resulting from the commitments of t he Grenelle Environment
Round Table

For Jean-Louis Borloo, Senior Minister, Minister for Ecology, Sustainable Development and
Territorial Development, "what is at stake today are the lives and lifestyles of our children
tomorrow". That is why the ministry's action is part of a unique global framework of
sustainable development which is no longer one subject among many, but at the heart of the

policies to be set in place.

For the first time, a ministry has concentrated all the leviers — ecology, energy, habitat,
transports, eco-taxation, risk prevention, territorial development... to lead a policy of
sustainable development tackling the major issues of preserving our environment (climate
change, loss of biodiversity, etc.) and installing lasting competitiveness in our economy and

our territories in a global context.

An exemplary organisation of State reform
Created on 30 May 2007, this ministry is the successful amalgam of four formerly distinct
ministerial sections (Equipment and Transports, Ecology, Energy and Territorial

Development), united for the sake of efficiency, rationality and legibility.

The central administration comprises a general secretariat, a general commissariat for
sustainable development, five themed general divisions and two delegations. On a territorial
level, the regional division for the environment, development and housing (DREAL) has
become the ministry's only level for regional issues, and the departmental division for
equipment and agriculture (DDEA), the base of the future territories division, for departmental

issues.



A unigue creation in Europe
The creation of this ministry, which has no equivalent Europe, reflects the wish of the
President of the Republic to obtain an efficient institutional tool, a real environmental

authority in charge of delivering exemplary State policies.

It plays a major role of de proposition and innovation in European and international bodies,

and especially now during the French presidency of the European Union.

An action based on eight major objectives
- Taking up the challenge of climate change, by supporting the development of a "carbon-

free" economy, energy efficient and keen on reducing emissions of all the greenhouse gases.

- Inventing a responsible growth for a sustainable future, based on new methods of
production, consumption and travel, and which respects the environment while searching for

social progress and man's fulfilment.

- Encourage new methods of production and consumption based on a more moderate use of

raw materials, fossil fuels and natural resources as a whole.

- Developing a sustainable town by looking for space-saving urban models, which meet the
requirements of development offers for housing or services, while improving the quality of
life, diversity of activities and social mix, reducing the need for travel and increasing

sustainable means of transport.

- Safeguarding biodiversity and the quality of environments, an issue as important as climate

change.

- Control natural risks and reduce technological and health risks to preserve the health and
lives of our fellow citizens and the quality of the natural environment by wise and pertinent

use of the principle of precaution.

- Turn our countries into places where sustainable development procedures are applied, by

calling on all the local players.

- Enhance the competitiveness of countries as part of a united and balanced development of

all their entities: greater attraction, improved transport service, better access to services, etc.



The General Commissariat for Sustainable Development

At the centre of the Ministry's missions is the General Commissariat for Sustainable
Development, a new, across-the-board entity, which aims to promote sustainable
development both in all the public policies and in the actions of all the socio-economic
players. To do this, it draws up, leads and monitors the national strategy for sustainable

development and contributes to its deployment.

The wealth of the General Commissariat rests on a continuum of skills combining research
and innovation, observation and statistics, economic, social and environmental analysis and
the assessment of public policies, and provides support for the players; these skills are
completed by strategic and prospective functions, fully open to society, with the aim of

determining how to work towards a more sustainable development.

The function of the Inter-ministerial Delegate for Sustainable Development (DIDD), given to
the General Commissioner, takes the actions of the General Commissariat to other ministries

to enable them to better integrate environment issues in their own policies and projects.

Missions of the General Commissariat for Sustainable Development

To promote sustainable development in public policies and in the actions of all the socio-
economic players is of paramount importance for the ministry: it is not only a determining
factor of its own policies but also establishes its intervention in all sectors of activity in the

State and with all the players in the civil society.

- An progressing National Strategy for Sustainable Development:

The missions of the General Commissariat concern all the public policies and consist mainly

in:
- drawing up , with the general divisions of the ministry and also with the other
ministries and all the socio-economic players, the National Strategy for Sustainable
Development, including the conclusions of the Grenelle round table on the

environment and a more marked social dimension, in line with the European Strategy

for Sustainable Development;

- making itself available at all levels and aiding its implementation by providing

the necessary tools and methods;

- assessing and monitoring  this strategy.

- The Grenelle Environment Round Table in deployment stage:



The General Commissariat has to organise the application of the Grenelle

Environment Round Table, which implies:

- coordinating the elaboration of proposals for legislative measures implementing

the Grenelle conclusions,
- leading the work to implement non-legislative actions ,

- promoting with all the public or private operators the development of their

strategy and their methods in line with the work at Grenelle.

A transversal positioning within the Ministry:

To implement its across-the-board skills and aid coordination, consultation and internal
arbitration, the General Commissariat organises a Strategic Committee which groups
together, under the chairmanship of the senior minister, the general directors and the
general secretary. This committee aims in particular to implement and monitor the
National Strategy for Sustainable Development, starting with the application of the

Grenelle conclusions.

The General Commissariat also guarantees the transversality of the ministry's

actions , by focussing on certain subjects itself  : awareness, education and training in
sustainable development; ecological competitiveness and economic efficiency of the
policies put in place; social consequences of the sustainable development policies
(employment, purchasing power, etc.); new methods of consumption and production;

applying sustainable development to the territories (in particular "sustainable towns").

An overall approach au for all:

If the General Commissariat prepares the strategic choices pertaining to the
ministry's public policies for sustainable developm ent, by leading and coordinating
the economic reflection in the ministry and appraising the consequences of their choices
concerning sustainable development: it is also responsible for ensuring a better
integration of environment issues in the policies a nd actions of the other

ministries .

Beyond the public policies, the General Commissariat also endeavours to meet the
many demands for advice and expertise from the soci o-economic players who are

now anxious to implement sustainable development procedures.

To develop its missions, it endeavours to remain open to the exterior , preferring to listen
and lead many themed networks, both national and intern ational, and developing its

capacity for supervision and forecasting in all its forms.
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Besides calling on its own skills, the actions of the General Commissariat are also based
on a strong demand to communicate and enhance the results obtained , to enable the

whole of society to benefit from them.
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The National Council for Sustainable Development (C ~ NDD)

The creation of the National Council for Sustainable Development was decided in 2002
during the preparatory work on the national strategy on sustainable development, to
encourage consultation with various key figures in our Society and to contribute to public

action for sustainable development.

The CNDD is a pluralist consultative body close to the Prime Minister. It is chaired by
Professor Michel RICARD and has 90 members spread over four colleges: local authorities;
economic players, professional organisations and unions; associations — NGOs and
consumer organisations; qualified personalities. Moreover, it relies on a network of players

with whom it works, depending on the subjects addressed.

The CNDD is an answer to the desires of the civil society and the local authorities and to the
government's wish for these players to participate fully in enriching the public policies. It
groups together representatives of Society to involve them in drawing up sustainable

development policies and implementing them.

The CNDD lends its support to government policy. It is involved in drawing up and monitoring
the national strategy on sustainable development and can be referred to by the Prime
Minister or the ministers on any question or text concerning sustainable development.
Empowered to formulate independent proposals and recommendations in the run-up to
drawing up sustainable development policies, but also involved in their follow-up and
assessment, the CNDD therefore constitutes a link between the actors in our Society and the

government.

A certain number of opinions have been submitted by the CNDD on subjects concerning
government proposals, like the law on agricultural development, as well as fundamental
questions affecting the very Constitution of the Republic such as the Environment Charter or
thoughts for the future about the links between "science and society" and society's

responsibility for research.

Created in 1993, the EEAC is a network grouping thirty or so national or regional councils for

sustainable development from 15 different European countries.

The aim of this network is to promote independent, scientifically founded opinions on
guestions of the environment and sustainable development on a European scale. France has

been an official member of this network since 1 January 2007.

Each year, the EEAC annual general meeting is based on a particular topic that will lead to

an official declaration to be passed on to the European Commission.

In 2007, the topic was energy efficiency. This year the EEAC Annual Conference, which
takes place in Bordeaux from 9 to 11 October 2008, will be devoted to taking a long-term
view of sustainable development, and the official declaration passed on to the European
Commission will offer avenues for reflection on the following 8 topics, chosen by the EEAC
workgroup on sustainable development:

1. Governance
Social justice
Demography
Markets
Education
Culture
Diversity

European Union Budget
The various councils, members of the EEAC, both national and regional, are all aiming to

give independent opinions on the environment and sustainable development based on an

informed debate during which the role of civil society is encouraged and enhanced.
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They are made up of a limited number of members, appointed by different procedures,
representing a range of disciplines and skills from representatives of civil society and the

different stakeholders.

A powerful tool for sharing information and experiences within Europe, the EEAC groups
about 400 key players from universities, local authorities, the civil society (NGOs and

associations) and companies.

The fundamental principles forming the basis of this network rest on proof that the current
trends of production, consumption, trade and economic development are founded on a non-

sustainable use of natural resources.

The global issue facing humanity is to move towards a new way of development which needs
to be more sustainable and which has to reconcile economic progress and social aspirations

while respecting the constraints imposed by the need to protect the natural environment.

In concrete terms, the objectives of the EEAC are:

to enrich the opinions given by the members to their reference governments;

to promote an operational framework for the common activities;

to benefit mutually from the experience and work of the different member councils;

to better anticipate the strategic issues long term and if possible to exert an influence

on future European policies by acting in a cooperative manner.
To become a member of EEAC, the councils have to meet a certain number of criteria,

especially their political and institutional independence enabling them to give opinions that

are independent of the official position of their governments.

The strength of the EEAC network lies in the common identity and the diversity of the
structures and functions of the various member, associate and partner councils which make

it up.

The EEAC's activity is developed through different workgroups created on the initiative of
different member councils, around a common centre of interest, whose works may lead to

the writing of the annual declaration on a specific subject.

The EEAC is currently leading 6 workgroups:

Sustainable development

It monitors the SEED and prepares the EEAC annual conference in Bordeaux which will take
place in October 2008.

Its Co-chairmen are Tim O’Riordan (member of the Sustainable Development Commission of
the UK) and Michel Ricard (Chairman of the CNDD)

Environmental governance
This workgroup also contributes to preparing the next annual conference in 2008 (subject:
long-term governance).

The workgroup coordinator is Roel in ‘t Veld (Chairman of the Netherlands Council).

Energy policy

This group played an important role at the previous annual Conference in Evora in
October 2007 on the theme of energy efficiency.

The main theme for 2008 is biomass.

The group is chaired by Christian Hey (General Secretary of the German

Environment Consultative Council)

Biodiversity

This workgroup monitors the implementation of the European communication to stop the loss
of biodiversity by 2010 and beyond with its plan of actions published in 2006.

It prepared the 9™ meeting of the Parties Conference of the convention on biodiversity in
Bonn in May 2008 and is also working on preparing the "diversity" theme for the EEAC
Conference in October 2008.

It is co-chaired by Antonio Abreu member of the Portuguese CNDD and Xavier Cazorla
CNDD from Catalonia
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Policy on marine and coastal areas

This working group is currently assessing how the workgroup's contribution on the future EU
policy ("Green Paper on a Future Maritime Policy for the European Union") was integrated in
the Blue book on a maritime policy for the EU.

It is chaired by Emmanuel Gongalves (member of the Portuguese CNDD).

Agriculture

This workgroup will produce a report from the conclusions of seminars organised in 2007 on
the world economic les leviers on soil use and on assessing and controlling the impacts of
the CAP.
